Administration / General

· To provide leadership and logistical support to the team.

· In conjunction with the Head Coach, schedule practice times and ensure that required facilities are booked.

· Ensure athletes complete and submit any required forms.

· Work within the approved budget as determined by the Games Management Committee.

·  Assist the Head Coach and Games Management Committee with team administration functions.

· Attend all Team Manitoba staging events and pep rallies prior to and during the Canada Winter Games.

· Attend coaching seminars, workshops etc… as required.

· Under the direction of the Head Coach, assist with the evaluation of the Canada Winter Games program.

Communication

· Liaise with Team Manitoba Mission staff.

· Liaise / communicate with other coaches and clubs regarding the selection process of the games team, training schedules/plans, camps, events, etc…

· Ensure the swimmers and families are aware of Synchro Manitoba’s 2011 Canada Winter Games Provincial Team policies with respect to selection, training, travel, funding, and any other matters concerning the team’s operation.

Athletes / Program Development

· Be familiar with and understand the Synchro Technical Package for the 2011 Canada Winter Games.

· Maintain current swimmer profiles and records of all prospective team members.

· Assist with the preparation, training and competition plans for athletes as directed by the Head Coach.

· Assist with the monitoring and evaluation of athlete training as directed by the Head Coach 

· As directed by the Head Coach, assist with the preparation of athletes for the Canada Winter Games.

· Responsible for monitoring the behaviour of team and staff on and off deck while representing Manitoba.

· Attend all team trial events.

REPORTING

· Work under the direction of the Head Coach.

· Work in conjunction with the SSM Games Management Committee to deliver the Canada Games program.
