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Games Details

· 2011 Canada Winter Games takes place in Halifax, NS.

· Synchro Swim Manitoba’s Canada Games program and preparation will begin in 2009 and will run up to the Games.  Coach will need to be available for program involvement during the timeframe of September 2009 – March 2011.

Qualifications

· Must be NCCP Level 3 fully certified

· Must have Nationally competitive athlete coaching experience

· Must be committed to continuing coaching education by attending conferences, lectures, workshops etc…

· Minimum 3 years of synchro coaching experience

Responsibilities

Athlete/Program Development

·  Thorough knowledge and understanding of the Synchro Technical Package for the 2011 Canada Winter Games.

· Identify potential team athletes and maintain current swimmer profiles and records (in conjunction with the Assistant Coach/Manager) of all prospective team members.

· Prepare training and competition plans for athletes

· Monitor and evaluate training of athletes

· Prepare solo, duet and team routines for the Games

· Prepare athletes for all aspects of the Canada Winter Games

· Responsible for the behaviour of team and staff on and off deck while their representing Manitoba

· Establish and enforce the athlete code of conduct in conjunction with the Games Management Committee Note – AC/M is part of the GMC.

· Recommend to the GMC final selection of the swimmers according to the approved selection procedure 

Communication

· Liaise and communicate with Manitoba coaches and clubs regarding the selection process of the potential games team, training schedules/plans, camps, events, etc…

· Ensure the swimmers and families are aware of Synchro Swim Manitoba’s Provincial Team and Canada Winter Games policies with respect to selection, training, travel, funding, and any other matters concerning the team’s operation.  

Administration/General

· In conjunction with the Assistant Coach/Manager, schedule practice times and locations to ensure that facilities needed are booked

· Complete and submit entries with the appropriate fees for any competitions that the team will be competing in prior to and including the CWG

· Work within the budget as determined by the Games Management Committee and approved by the Board

· Submit to SSM a financial breakdown of program expenses each month.

· With the Assistant Coach/Manager and Games Management Committee, is responsible for team administration of the Games Team.

· Attend all Team Manitoba staging events and pep rallies prior to and including the Canada Winter Games

· Attend coaching seminars, workshops, etc… as required

· Provide written monthly reports to the SSM Board of Directors

· Prepare a written evaluation of the Canada Winter Games program within 30 days of the conclusion of the Games.

Reporting

·  Responsible to the SSM Board of Directors. Reports directly to the SSM President.

Remuneration

· Salary will be covered as per the High Performance Coach contract

· Expenses such as mileage, per diem etc… as outlined in the High Performance Coach contract

· High Performance Coach contract will serve as the contract agreement for the Head Coach position.
